The Books of 1 and 2 Chronicles, Teacher’s Guide
Lesson 10: The Levites, Priests, and Temple Servants
1 Chronicles 23:1-26:32

Teaching Aim (Teacher Orientation)

Doctrinally, this lesson must do two things at once. It must draw the rich, abiding principles from
these chapters, order in worship, the dignity of every role, faithfulness in the unseen, and it
must avoid binding the Levitical system itself on the church. We do not have a tribe of temple
servants or a priestly caste today; under the New Covenant Christ is our High Priest and all
Christians are a royal priesthood (1 Peter 2:5-9). The structure of worship for the church is given
by apostolic pattern, not by importing the Old Covenant order. Teach the principles, not the
scaffolding.

Beyond the doctrine, this lesson aims squarely at the heart. So many believers either crave the
visible roles or quietly opt out because their service goes unseen. These chapters dismantle both
temptations. God records the gatekeeper’s name. He set apart singers to give Him thanks. He
values order because He values His people’s worship. The aim is that the student find joyful
contentment in the place God has given them in His body, serving heartily as unto the Lord
(Colossians 3:23-24), neither despising small tasks nor envying prominent ones, but offering
everything as worship.

Question 1
Student Question:

Why does David reorganize the Levites’ duties once the Lord has given Israel rest, and what does
this teach us about serving God faithfully within the season and assignment He gives?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

1 Chronicles 23:25-26 gives the reason for the reorganization: the Lord has given rest to His
people and dwells in Jerusalem forever, so the Levites no longer need to carry the tabernacle.
For centuries their defining task had been transport, hauling the holy things through the
wilderness and the conquest. Now that calling was complete.

Rather than disband them, David redeployed them. The same men now served in the courts,
assisted the priests, sang, guarded gates, and managed treasuries. The God who once said carry
now said worship. Faithfulness meant accepting the new assignment, not mourning the old.

For the Chronicler’s readers rebuilding worship after exile, this was a working model. Their
circumstances had changed dramatically, and they too needed to serve God faithfully in a new
season rather than pine for a former one.



The timeless principle: God assigns service according to the season He gives. The faithful servant
asks what the Lord needs now, not what was familiar then. Seasons change; faithfulness adapts.

Note that this is not restlessness or chasing novelty. It is responsiveness to God'’s direction,
holding our roles with open hands.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

® Serviceis tied to the season and assignment God gives.

e Faithfulness sometimes means accepting a changed calling.

e We hold our roles with open hands, not clenched fists.

® Chronicles models serving God in new circumstances after exile.

Discussion Prompts

*  How do you respond when a familiar role comes to an end?
e What does it mean to ask ‘what does God need now’ rather than cling to the past?
*  Where might God be redirecting your service?

Question 2
Student Question:

When your role or season of service changes, do you embrace the new assignment or cling to the
old one? Where might God be redirecting your service right now?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

Change is hard, and ministry change can be especially hard because our roles become tangled
up with our identity. The Levite who had always carried might have felt diminished by being
reassigned. We do the same when a teaching class ends, a leadership term closes, or health
forces us to step back.

The question presses students to examine whether they cling to a past role out of love for God
or love for the role itself, the recognition, the routine, the sense of being needed.

Encourage discernment. God does redirect His servants over a lifetime, from youth ministry to
mentoring, from public roles to quiet intercession, from doing to supporting. Each season is an
opportunity, not a demotion.

Invite specific reflection: where, right now, might the Lord be opening a new assignment that |
am resisting because | am attached to the old one?

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

® Roles can become tangled with identity and pride.
¢ Resisting change may reveal love of the role over love of God.



® God redirects His servants across a lifetime.
e New seasons are opportunities, not demotions.

Discussion Prompts

¢ Have you grieved the end of a role more than you sought God’s next step?
*  What new assignment might God be opening for you?
e How do you keep your identity in Christ rather than in your role?

Question 3
Student Question:

What do the divisions of priests, musicians, gatekeepers, and treasurers reveal about God'’s heart
for order and structure in worship rather than improvisation?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

These chapters are saturated with deliberate organization: twenty-four divisions of priests by lot
(chapter 24), companies of musicians (chapter 25), assighments of gatekeepers to specific gates
(chapter 26), and officers over the treasuries. Nothing is left to chance or whim. Worship is
structured, not spontaneous chaos.

The lots were cast before the Lord (1 Chronicles 24:5; 25:8), small and great alike, signaling that
the order came from God, not from human favoritism. Even the assignment of duties was
submitted to divine direction.

This reflects God's own character. He is not a God of confusion but of order, a truth Paul applies
directly to New Testament worship: let all things be done decently and in order (1 Corinthians
14:40). The principle outlives the Levitical specifics.

Be careful here: the lesson is not that the church should reinstitute priestly courses, but that
God cares about reverent, orderly, God-directed worship rather than worship improvised
around personal taste. The structure honored God by serving the whole assembly.

Application for today: our worship should be shaped by what God directs and what edifies the
body, not by personal preference dressed up as freedom.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

® God values order and structure in worship (1 Corinthians 14:40).

e Assignments were submitted to God, not human favoritism.

e Order reflects God'’s character, not human rigidity.

e Principle of orderly worship abides; the Levitical structure does not bind the church.

Discussion Prompts



e Why does orderly worship honor the God we serve?
¢ How do we tell the difference between God-directed order and human tradition?
¢ Where does personal preference masquerade as spiritual freedom?

Question 4
Student Question:

Where in your service to God have you leaned on personal preference or convenience instead of
asking what God actually directs and what the body genuinely needs?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

The flip side of orderly worship is the temptation to make worship about us, our comfort, our
taste, our convenience. The Levites served where assigned, not where they preferred. Their
service was God-directed and body-serving.

Press students to examine their own approach. Do we evaluate worship and service by whether
it suits us, or by whether it honors God and builds up the church? The consumer mindset is one
of the great spiritual threats of our age.

Convenience is a quiet tyrant. We serve when it fits our schedule, attend when nothing
competes, and contribute when it costs us little. The Levites teach a more disciplined devotion.

Invite a concrete confession: where has personal preference been steering my service more
than the needs of the body and the direction of God’s word?

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

¢ Worship and service are God-directed, not self-directed.

e The consumer mindset corrodes genuine devotion.

e Convenience quietly governs much of our service.

¢ The body’s needs and God’s word should shape our serving.

Discussion Prompts

¢ Do you serve where needed or only where preferred?
* How has convenience shaped your participation in church life?
¢ What would God-directed, body-serving devotion look like for you?

Question 5
Student Question:

Why does Scripture take the trouble to name the gatekeepers and treasurers, and what does
that say about the value God places on faithful, unseen service?



Commentary and Teaching Notes

Chapter 26 names the gatekeepers and treasurers, men whose work was largely invisible. A
gatekeeper opened and shut doors and guarded thresholds; a treasurer minded storerooms. No
crowds, no applause, often no notice. Yet the Holy Spirit recorded their names.

This is one of the quiet glories of Scripture. God keeps the record of the unseen servant. The
gatekeeper’s faithfulness mattered as much to the functioning of the house as the singer’s song.
Heaven's accounting differs sharply from ours.

The Chronicler dignifies these roles because they were essential. A house with no one to guard
the gates or keep the stores would soon fall into disorder and loss. The unglamorous tasks held
everything together.

Apply this to the church. So much vital work is hidden: the ones who clean, who prepare the
Lord’s Supper, who quietly visit the sick, who keep the records, who pray. God sees every one.
Colossians 3:23-24 promises the reward comes from the Lord, not from human notice.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

e God records and values unseen, unglamorous service.

e Heaven's measure of importance differs from ours.

e Hidden tasks hold the whole body together.

* The reward comes from the Lord, not human applause (Colossians 3:23-24).

Discussion Prompts

¢ What unseen work in your congregation keeps everything running?
¢  Why does God bother to name the gatekeepers?
¢ How does knowing God sees change the way you serve?

Question 6
Student Question:

Can you think of a faithful but unnoticed servant in the Lord’s church whose work you have
overlooked? How might you honor and encourage them?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

This question turns the spotlight outward, asking students to notice the quiet servants they may
have overlooked. Every congregation has them: the faithful few who set up and tear down, who
keep the building, who minister behind the scenes.

Gratitude that stays silent does little. Encourage students to move from noticing to honoring, a
word of thanks, a note, a public acknowledgment, a willingness to share the load.



There is a discipleship lesson here about humility and community. When we honor the unseen
servant, we reflect God's own valuation and we guard the body against the celebrity culture that
prizes only the visible.

Make it concrete and immediate: name one person this week and thank them specifically for
their hidden labor in the Lord.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

e Faithful servants are often overlooked.

e  Gratitude should move from noticing to honoring.
e Honoring the unseen reflects God’s valuation.

¢ Encouragement strengthens and sustains servants.

Discussion Prompts

e Who is a faithful, unnoticed servant in your congregation?
*  How could you honor and encourage them this week?
¢ Why does acknowledging hidden service matter for the whole body?

Question 7
Student Question:

The musicians were set apart to prophesy with instruments and to give thanks and praise to the
Lord (1 Chronicles 25:1-3). What does this teach about worship as a deliberate, dedicated
offering to God rather than mere performance or entertainment?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

1 Chronicles 25:1-3 describes the musicians as set apart to prophesy with harps, lyres, and
cymbals, to give thanks and praise to the Lord. Their music was not entertainment; it was a
dedicated, deliberate offering of worship and a vehicle for proclaiming God's truth.

The verb ‘set apart’ (consecrated) is key. These were not casual volunteers but men devoted to
the ministry of praise, trained and skilled (1 Chronicles 25:7), giving God their best in a calling
taken seriously.

This guards us against treating worship as performance or spectacle, something done for an
audience of people. True worship is directed to God, an offering of thanks and proclamation of
His worth, with the congregation as participants, not spectators.

Application without anachronism: we do not reinstitute the Levitical orchestra, but we carry
forward the principle that worship is a wholehearted, dedicated, God-directed offering.
Whatever form our praise takes, its aim is God, not applause.



Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

*  Worship is a dedicated offering to God, not entertainment.

¢ The musicians were consecrated and skilled, giving God their best.

e Worship proclaims God’s worth, with the people as participants.

¢ The principle of devoted worship abides; the Levitical form does not bind us.

Discussion Prompts

¢ How is worship different from a performance?
e What does it mean to be ‘set apart’ for praise?
* Are you a participant or a spectator in worship?

Question 8
Student Question:

Is your participation in worship a wholehearted offering to God or has it drifted into routine,
spectating, or self-focus? What needs to change?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

This question presses the consecrated worship of the Levites into the student’s own heart. It is
fearfully easy for worship to drift, into routine, into passive watching, into a self-focused
evaluation of whether we ‘got something out of it."

Invite honest self-examination. Do | come to give God thanks and declare His worth, or to be
served and entertained? Has my singing become lip-service while my mind wanders?

Worship is meant to be active and wholehearted. Encourage practical recalibration: prepare the
heart before assembling, engage in the singing, attend to the word and the Supper as offerings
to God.

The aim is not guilt but renewal, a fresh approach to worship as a deliberate gift offered to the
God who is worthy.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

e Worship can drift into routine and spectating.

¢ Aself-focused approach replaces God-directed offering.

¢ Wholehearted worship requires preparation and engagement.
e Renewal, not guilt, is the goal.

Discussion Prompts

*  Has your worship become routine or self-focused?
e How could you prepare your heart before assembling with the saints?



¢ What would wholehearted, God-directed worship look like for you?
Question 9
Student Question:

Drawing these chapters together: how does the picture of many distinct roles serving one house
of God illustrate the New Testament teaching that the church is one body with many members,
each gift given by God for the building up of the whole, and how do we honor this diversity of
service without binding the Old Covenant Levitical system on Christians today?

Commentary and Teaching Notes

Here is the doctrinal heart of the lesson. These four chapters paint a single house of God served
by many distinct roles: priests, musicians, gatekeepers, treasurers, officers. No role is
dispensable; each contributes to the worship and order of the whole. This is the Old Covenant
picture that the New Testament fills out in the doctrine of the body of Christ.

Paul’s teaching in 1 Corinthians 12:12-27 is the lens: the church is one body with many
members, each indispensable, each gifted by God. The eye cannot say to the hand, | have no
need of you. The unseen and ‘less honorable’ parts receive special honor. The Levitical rosters
are an early shadow of this one-body, many-members reality.

Romans 12:4-8 reinforces it: we have differing gifts according to the grace given us, and we are
to use them, the server in serving, the teacher in teaching, the encourager in encouraging.
Diversity of gift, unity of body, all from God for the building up of the whole.

Now the crucial doctrinal guardrail. We must not bind the Levitical system on Christians. There is
no priestly tribe, no order of temple musicians, no system of courses for the church. Under the
New Covenant, Christ is our great High Priest (Hebrews 7:23-28) and every Christian is part of a
holy and royal priesthood offering spiritual sacrifices (1 Peter 2:5-9). The worship and
organization of the church follow the apostolic pattern of the New Testament, with its elders
and deacons, not the Old Covenant temple order.

So we draw the abiding principle, every member matters, gifts differ, the body is one, while we
leave the scaffolding of the Levitical system in its place under the Law of Moses (Romans 15:4).
The picture instructs us; the system does not bind us. Honor the diversity of service in the
church as the work of God, and refuse both the pride that despises ‘lesser’ roles and the error
that would resurrect Old Covenant structures.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

* Many roles, one house, foreshadow the one body with many members (1 Corinthians
12:12-27).
e  Gifts differ but all are given by God for the whole (Romans 12:4-8).



e No member is dispensable; the unseen are specially honored.

® The Levitical system does not bind the church (Romans 15:4).

e Christis our High Priest; all Christians are a royal priesthood (1 Peter 2:5-9; Hebrews 7:23-
28).

e Church order follows the New Testament apostolic pattern, not the temple order.

e Reject both pride toward ‘lesser’ roles and the error of reinstituting Old Covenant
structures.

Discussion Prompts

¢ How do these chapters illustrate the one-body, many-members teaching?
¢ Why must we draw principles from the Levites without binding their system?
e What is your role in the body of Christ, and how does God value it?

Question 10
Student Question:

Looking back over these chapters, name one specific role or task in the Lord’s church that Jesus is
calling you to embrace and do faithfully for Him, whether anyone notices or not.

Commentary and Teaching Notes

The capstone asks for a specific, personal commitment. Across these chapters we have seen that
every role matters, worship is a dedicated offering, and faithfulness in the unseen is precious to
God.

Invite each student to name one concrete role or task: greeting visitors, preparing the Supper,
teaching children, visiting shut-ins, maintaining the building, leading singing, quiet intercession,
and to commit to doing it faithfully for the Lord.

Underscore the motive: do it for Jesus, whether anyone notices or not. Colossians 3:23-24
makes the audience clear, we work for the Lord and receive our reward from Him.

Close with encouragement. There are no insignificant servants in the house of God. The
gatekeeper’s name was written down, and so is yours when you serve Christ faithfully in His
church.

Doctrinal / Christian Living Issues

e  Commitment must be specific and personal.

e Service is rendered to Jesus, regardless of human notice.
¢ Norole in God’s house is insignificant.

* The reward comes from the Lord (Colossians 3:23-24).

Discussion Prompts



¢ What specific role is Jesus calling you to embrace faithfully?
e Can you serve gladly even when no one notices?
¢ How does serving for Christ’s eyes change everything?
